ANNUAL CALL – 2019
Horodas Family Foundation for Conservation Research

Vision: The Horodas Family Foundation seeks to fund graduate student research projects focused on the conservation of biodiversity or ecosystem services. Projects should advance the graduate student’s career and also either contribute to basic conservation science or provide new approaches for conserving biodiversity or ecosystem services.   
Deadline: Three hardcopies of the proposal and all supporting materials must be in the WFCB mailbox of Dirk Van Vuren (Chair of WFCB Endowment Committee) by April 15 2019.  
· Proposal Preparation—Proposals are limited to two pages (1” margins, Times New Roman 12 pt font), and should include:  

a. Title 

b. Investigators (the PI must be a WFCB faculty member)

c. Background summary, concluding with objectives or hypotheses

d. Methods summary

e. Justification summary. 
f. Summary of project relevance to conservation. 
· Include, as an addendum that does NOT count towards the 2-page limit, the literature cited and budget, with justification and explanation of other available funds. Also include a written agreement, signed by the PI that 

i. All funds awarded will be expended and reports submitted by March 31 2020, unless a later date is fully justified. 
ii. A thank you letter addressed to the Horodas Family Foundation c/o Eric and Linda Horodas (submitted to the WFCB Chair) explaining the project’s results, value, relevance to conservation, AND how the fund advanced the graduate student’s career. 

iii. A project summary, including accounting of funds expended, that will be placed in WFCB files and submitted to the Horodas Family Foundation. Try to limit scientific jargon in the project summary. 
iv. Resulting publications will acknowledge the “Horodas Family Foundation.” 
Please use the form on the following page as a template for your proposal.
Award Guidelines:

Proposals should be tightly focused on conservation related-research. 
Three $5000 awards will be allocated in 2019. Funds should support field or lab related research activities. Field/lab assistant salary support (local assistants or undergraduates), materials and supplies, and field travel expenses (accommodation, airfare, car rental, gasoline, etc.) are all permissible. Because the fund is focused on research activities, project budgets CANNOT include any of the following: 
· Graduate student stipend and tuition

· Conference travel

· Publication fees
Note: Only graduate students advised or co-advised by a WFCB mentor are eligible to apply.
