Project Chimps is the newest chimpanzee sanctuary in the United States and was founded to provide lifelong exemplary care to 200 former research chimpanzees at its sanctuary on 230+ acres of forested land in the Blue Ridge Mountains of north Georgia. Today, Project Chimps is home to 81 chimpanzees and we are working to move over 110 more to permanent sanctuary. The sanctuary is occasionally open to the public for special events and group tours.
