 Proof of gross income from all household members for the 30-day period 

prior to application date 
 

 A copy of current heat and electric bills (if you pay for your home energy 

directly) 
 

 Proof of Social Security numbers of all household members  
 

 If a member of your household receives Temporary Assistance to Needy 

Families (TANF) you must bring in their current DHS award letter 
 

 If your heating costs are included in your rent. A copy of your rental  

agreement showing that utilities are included in your monthly rent must   

be provided
